3.1.3.2 There is a potential conét between
such improvements and considerations of

of this tree species and encourage white
hairstreak butterflies.

be. Whilst some progress has been made in
the last 5 years, there remains a need for
further improvement of existing footpaths and
cycle paths, a requirement to improve the
linkages or connections betwednem into

and across the town and into the countryside,
and for improved signage and promotion.

3.4.6.3 Furthermore the substantial

of rights of way and other paths g

enclosed by development, reducing the
enjoyment and sense of closeness to nature
they give. The loss could be mitigated by
keeping paths as open as possible and by
incorporating space for nature such as wide
verges and hedges and trees along the way.

3.4.6.4 Safe and attractive routes are
essential for children to get to school and to
encourage people to walk or cycle to local
facilities and the town rather than get in a car.

3.4.6.5 For example, in the older residential
estates on the western, Thorley side of the
town, many of the footpaths away from the
roads are narrow, dark and enclosed by high
garden fences.
